Follow these directions to implement this 

easy-to-use interactive activity in your campaign!

1. What will you accomplish with this activity?

Employees will have a better understanding of:

a.  UWFC’s Community Care Fund and its importance to  the health of Forsyth County

b.  How the network of agencies works together to meet the most vital health and human service needs in our community

c. Why a gift to the Community Care Fund is the BEST WAY to care for our community

This activity will get them up and moving and  involved, which makes your meeting more productive and FUN!

2. Directions: 

The easiest and best way…invite your UW representative (staff, LE, cabinet member) to the meeting and ask them to facilitate this part of your meeting.  They are trained and ready to assist you! 
However, if you are going to facilitate the activity yourself, here are the steps:

a. Before the meeting, use the master sheet of the UWFC pledge dollars and make enough copies so that each attendee (or a sampling if a large group) gets one pledge dollar to use.
b.  Post each of the examples of people in need on a wall or assign individuals to stand in front and hold signs.  (if you have a large group you may want to create additional examples).
c. Tell the group you want to lead them in a quick activity that will really show them what the Community Care Fund is and how it works in our  community.  Draw their attention to the examples on the wall and explain that these represent just some of the people in need in Burke County.  
d. Focus on the different types of people represented:  crisis situations, children & youth, families, the elderly.  
e. Ask them to take the $ you have given them and ask them to approach the wall and select the ONE person they want to help with their pledge.  

f. After everyone has spent their pledge and returned to their seats, ask the following questions of the group.  Be sure to involve the group and make this a discussion.

*How did you choose who you helped?
*What other info would you have liked to have as  you made your choice?

*Do you wish you could have helped more than one or even all of the people?
g. Review who got help and who didn’t.  If there is an  example of someone who did NOT get any pledge money, take them off the wall, crumple them up and throw them on the floor.

h. Announce the good news!  When you donate to the Community Care Fund, you DO have the opportunity to help more than one person or address more than one need in the community.  The Community Care Fund provides funding for ALL the agency programs listed in our brochure and ensures that our dollars are spent wisely.  
i. Tell them, that “this way, both large, well-known agencies and smaller agencies that we may not be as familiar with but who provide vital services in our community, get funding and support”.

j. Go back to the person who didn’t get help and un-crumple that sheet and smooth it out.  Put it back on the wall.  Explain that with the Community Care Fund, no one gets left behind or falls through the cracks.  Thanks to a healthy network of agencies, this person has a better chance of getting the help they need.

k. Finally, ask your co-workers to seriously consider directing all of their pledge to the Community Care Fund this year.  It is truly the best way to make a difference in Burke County!
